Can a 500mA power supply draw 300mA?

If a camera draws 300ma on a 500ma supply, it will draw exactly the same
300ma from a 1la supply, or a 2a supply. A power supply that can provide

more amperage will just have extra unused spare capacity compared to a
equal one with a lower amperage.
